HAZARDS

CONTROLS

1. Inspect unit/add fuel.

Unit malfunction and string failure.

Ensure that unit controls are working properly and inspect unit
loose part and tension.

Contact with fuel and additives.

Add fuel and additives in a well ventilated space. Wear eye
protection and gloves. Clean up small fuel spills (< 1 gallon). With
larger spills contact EM&S.

2. Prepare work area.

Tripping hazards.

Clear brush and debris, examine area to establish secure footing.

Biological hazards.

Inspect work area for poison ivy, bees nests and other biological
hazards.

3. Start weed trimmer

Flying debris entering eyes

Wear safety glasses with side protection

Flying debris striking body

Ensure that guards are in place, wear appropriate clothing.

Hearing loss.

Wear NIOSH/OSHA approved earplugs or earmuffs.

4. Trimming weeds.

Flying debris entering eyes.

Wear safety glasses with side protection.

Flying debris striking body

Ensure that guards are in place, wear appropriate clothing.

Hearing loss.

Wear earplugs or earmuffs.

Pedestrian safety/courtesy

Do not operate unit in close proximity to pedestrians.

Muscle strain, fatigue, dehydration

Utilize proper body position, stretch, take frequent breaks to
maintain alertness, stay hydrated.
