Admission Requirements  
 
To be admitted to the nutrition program, students must: 

• Earn a grade of C or better in Biology 140 (LCCC BIOL 132) or Biology 150 or its equivalent 
• Earn a C or better in Chemistry 120A and Chemistry 124A (LCCC CHEM 131) or Chemistry 

121A and 125A (LCCC CHEM 141,121) or their equivalents 
• Earn a B or better in KIN 275, Introduction to Careers in Nutritional and Exercise Science 
• Have a cumulative grade point average of 2.75 or higher

Transfer 

Transfer students may be accepted on a space available basis and must have a minimum GPA of 2.75 
and completed KIN 275 (or equivalent) with a B or better and BIOL 140 (LCCC BIOL 132) or BIOL 150 
(or equivalent) and CHEM 120A/124A (LCCC CHEM 131) or CHEM 121, 125A (LCCC CHEM 141,121) 
(or equivalent) with a C or better to be considered for acceptance. Transfer credit for courses will be 
evaluated by the Registrar. 
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
