Brief description of the nature of the research/creative activity?

Broadly, students will be involved in research involving exploring factors that influence peoples
perceptions of and reactions to the workplace. Students will have the opportunity to work on or
develop projects in one of two areas:

1. Understanding the experiences of neurodivergent populations in the hiring process. We will be
exploring how neurodivergent people perceive and react to hiring tests and the process for
accommodations. Students will help with literature searchers, study development, and data
collection.

2. Decision making in the workplace. We will be conducting literature reviews and developing
studies to understand the decision-making process in hiring, test selection, and how to make
science more understandable to practitioners.
