Brief description of the nature of the research/creative activity? 

My research examines gender role attitudes including masculinity and sexism and 

developmentally among emerging adults. I am predominantly interested in how gender-based 

attitudes impact the lives of individuals, including their mental health, and interpersonal 

processes. This lab will explore these areas using quantitative research through secondary 

research and survey methods. I am currently collecting data on college students' perspectives of 

the election, their levels of anxiety/depression, and how their gender role attitudes play into these 

concepts.
